We are sending this application for free home painting to you because:

e you called us and asked for the application, OR
» you applied before but we were unable to serve you at that time.

Paint Tacoma-Pierce Beautiful is a program of Associated Ministries of Tacoma/Pierce County, the local
association of churches and church organizations. This summer will be our 26th year of painting the homes of
low-income seniors and low-income people with disabilities. There is absolutely no cost to the homeowner -
the Iabor is supplied by the volunteers and the paint is supplied by Paint Tacoma-Pierce Beautiful. Volunteer
paint crews come from churches, businesses, unions, service clubs, government offices and other organizations.
Although they are not professional painters, each crew has technical advisors, and the crews do a good job.
You can learn more about our program and read comments from happy people whose homes we painted last
summer in the enclosed Community Report,

Volunteer crews really appreciate help from the homeowner’ s family, friends or neighbors if at all possible.
But homeowners without help are urged to apply because our mission is to help people who have no one in
the area to help them. Homeowners with help available are also encouraged to apply because we always run
short of volunteers. You’ ve got a great chance of being selected if your family, friends or neighbors will do
the actual painting with paint we provide for free.

Please read the eligibility requirements on the back of the application. If you think you are eligible,
complete the application and return it to us as soon as possible. However, even if you are eligible, we may not
be able to paint your home either because (1) we don’ t have enough volunteer paint crews, or (2) your home is
too difficult or too tall for our crews, or (3) there are significant repairs that should be done before painting.
Also, if you’ ve had your home painted by us within the last eight years, you are not eligible yet for our help.

The deadline is April 15 so return your application as soon as possible.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Applicants must be low-income senior (60 or older) or low-income disabled (on SSDI) homeowners who are
unable to do the work themselves. The homes must be owner-occupied, which means that the applicant must be
living in the home and must be the owner (i.e., no rentals). Homes also must be in Pierce County.

SELECTION PROCESS

Members of the Paint Tacoma-Pierce Beautiful Planning Committee will screen applicants and schedule
appointments to look over proposed projects. Proof of income will be required during the visit. Applications
will be rated according to a number of factors, including applicant's income and how badly the house needs to
be painted. Those homes in greatest need of a paint job will have priority. The size of the house and the
scope of the work involved also will be considered in the selection process. Homes needing extensive repair
prior to painting will not be considered as there are no funds for major repairs. Some 2-story houses may be
beyond the scope of our volunteers. Applicants will be notified by mid-July as to whether or not their
home has been selected.
